Temperature is measured with a THERMOMETER.





Weather is the condition of the air around us.

Wind is measured with a WIND VANE.

Rain is measured with a RAIN GAUGE.

TEMPERATURE (hot or cold)

Wind


The sun heats the Earth.


Hot air rises.  Cold air rushes in.


This makes wind.








Weather is the Condition of the Air Around Us.  


The sun heats the air, land, and water to create:





Temperature


The sun heats the air.


It is cooler in the shade.  


When the sun is closer to the Earth it is warmer.


When the sun is further from the Earth, it is cooler.












































Humidity


The sun heats the water.


Water evaporates.


When it cools in the air, raindrops form.


Rain or snow falls from the clouds.
